‘Verses on the Death of Dr Swift’ (1733), an ironic review of his life by Jonathan *Swift, dealing with his Irish career, especially his role as the *Drapier, and also satirizing many figures in the English establishment. The theme is friendship, false and true, revealed by the report of the Dean’s death. He uses narrative and dialogue to reflect on and assess his literary career, summarising its purpose in ‘Fair Liberty was all his cry’. The text has had a controversial history, the most authentic version being generally regarded as George *Faulkner’s 1739 edition, which corrected that by Alexander Pope.
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
